How to help your child with Maths
Be positive about Maths.		Share a love of Maths.
Encourage your child to see Maths in real life and value its importance.
Avoid saying you didn’t like Maths or couldn’t do Maths.[image: ]
· Teach your child to tell the time on analogue and digital clocks for all times
· Use the language of time (midday, noon, am and pm)
· Talk about how long things take (journeys, programmes, screen time, what time tea will be ready, how long they have at an activity)
· Get your child to use money! Can they be in charge of physical money for presents or the weekly shop? (coins, nots and working out change)

· Spot right angles around the house and home environment
· Identify shapes in the home and garden – How many sides?
· How many angles?
· How many faces on 3D shapes?
· Use the language of parallel, perpendicular, vertical, horizontal and diagonal.

· Discuss distances on journeys, both long and short
· Ask your child to estimate distances using units of measure including km, m, cm and mm

· Baking!
Weigh out ingredients (kg and grams)
Measure liquids (litres and millilitres)
Read scales
Include “half” and “quarter” and convert as you go

· Hit the button website
Addition and subtraction facts
Times tables and division facts
· TT Rock Stars
· Sing times tables songs (Percy Parker website)
· Practise step counting in 3s, 10 more or 10 less than any number as you climb steps, walk home etc
· Fractions: meals and snack times are a great time to talk about having “half of an apple”, “an eighth of a cake”, “a quarter of a packet of buttons” or “three quarters”
